1755 - foundation by a decree of Empress Elizabeth of Russia

1755 — 1793 location in the Principal Medicine Store in Red Square

1782 — 1793 location in the building (designed by M. Kazakov, after 1812 fire rebuilt by D. Giliari) in Mokhovaya Street
3 departments in the 18" c.: philosophy, medicine, law

1930 - medical education was separated from MSU

1940 - named after Mikhail Lomonosov, who played a key role in its establishment together with Ivan Shuvalov

1991 — a unique status, funded directly from state budget bypassing the Ministry of Education

Since 1953 most faculties are in Vorobiyevy Gory

1804 -1819 officially disbanded as the new St Petersburg Academy Charter stipulated no educational institutions affiliated with it

1819 reorganization of the Main Pedagogical Institute with its Twelve Collegia building into Saint Petersburg University (three faculties: Faculty of
Philosophy and Law, Faculty of History and Philology and Faculty of Physics and Mathematics)

1821 — 1917 St Petersburg Imperial University

1824 - the first charter of the Saint Petersburg Imperial University (a modified version of the charter of Moscow University)

1918 — 1939 Petrograd University

1948 Soviet Period — Leningrad State University
